1. Welcome/Introductions
The meeting opened with a round of introductions, led by the Chair.   Apologies are noted in Appendix A.
Having received apologies from one of the intended speakers, the Chair announced changes to the agenda.

2. Minutes of the Meeting held on 5th August 2009 and matters arising
The Minutes of the meeting held on 5th August 2009 were agreed as an accurate record.  Proposed by JL and seconded by MW.
(8 refers)  RW advised the Forum that the Fit for Work bid had been unsuccessful.  However, plans were in place to realize the potential of the bid via the Health, Social Care & Wellbeing Partnership subgroup for Worklessness.
3. Local Health Board Update

The Chair offered congratulations to JL who has been successfully appointed to the role of Third Sector Member on the new Cwm Taf Local Health Board (LHB).
An LHB update report is attached as Appendix B.
SR echoed congratulations of JL’s appointment as Third Sector Member and said that the Forum looked forward to working with her over the months ahead.
4. Local Service Board / Community Strategy Update
Apologies were noted from Ceri Thomas, but an update report is attached as Appendix C.
5. Health & Housing
ND delivered a presentation around health and housing, (Appendix D refers) and updated the forum on the Local Health Board’s requirement to produce a Homeless and Vulnerable Group’s Health Action Plan (HAVGHAP).  ND invited the Forum to continue to be involved in the development of the HAVGHAP, and confirmed that the draft action plan would need to be completed by the end of 2009, for formal consultation early in 2010.  A copy of the presentation is attached as Appendix D.
Members interested in contributing to the action plan are invited to contact SR in the first instance.

ND confirmed that as part of the HAVGHAP a domestic abuse protocol is due to be developed.  ND also confirmed that a discharge protocol is an additional requirement of the HaVGHAP.  ND is shortly due to meet with secondary care colleagues to review current hospital discharge protocol practices in Merthyr Tydfil and RCT, and to develop consistent practice across the whole of the Cwm Taf Local Health Board area.  SR queried whether there would be opportunity for the Third Sector to be involved in these discussions, if not at the outset, then at the earliest opportunity possible.  ND confirmed that she would clarify this.
6. Building Healthy Communities – Update from the Chronic Conditions and Older People & Intermediate Care Workstreams
Rebecca Edwards and Lindsey Richardson gave a detailed presentation on the developments to date of the Building Healthy Communities workstreams.  
The presentation referenced the Chronic Conditions four-tier triangle, and mapping information which has been undertaken, which also needs to identify “access to voluntary sector support”.  SR confirmed that such requests for gathering information from the Third Sector are being progressed by the Chronic Conditions Management Focus Group, which was established as a sub group of the Health & Social Care Forum in order to directly respond to Building Healthy Communities.  SR encouraged members of the Forum to link to the CCM Focus Group in order to maximise sector response to service developments.
