The PSCO’s have 
also played an instrumental role in responding to the concerns 
and enquiries of local residents attending PACT meetings every 
month, Neighbourhood Watch meetings throughout both wards, 
Migrants Forum and updating the Community Members in 
the monthly Town & Park Partnership Board meetings.    The 
PCSO’s have built up an important and valued relationship with 
the residents of both wards and continue to play a crucial role 
in reducing crime and increasing community safety throughout 
Town & Park.

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TREVETHICK STREET LITTER PICK AND ADREF BARBEQUE

TOWN AND PARK 
COMMUNITIES FIRST ENVIRONMENTAL ASSISTANT

Twenty-six volunteers took part in a litter pick at Trevithick 
Street on Wednesday 18th of August. The event organised 

by Town and Park Communities First involved residents 
getting together to clean up their local community. 
The event was a success with over six large bags of rubbish being 
collected from this area. Volunteers were aided by Tidy Towns who 
ensured the area was safe for pickers; Keep Wales Tidy provided 

the equipment and freebies on the day; local Police Community 
Safety Offi cers; Safer Merthyr Tydfi l Community Wardens; Adref 
and Town and Park Communities First Staff.
After the litter pick had fi nished staff and residents at Garth Villas 
were kind enough to open their doors, supplying hungry volunteers 
with a BBQ as a reward for their efforts and an opportunity for 
Adref to introduce themselves to the local community.

Town and Park Communities First welcomed a new member of staff to the team funded by the DWP Future Jobs 
Fund Campaign.  The Future Jobs Fund is primarily aimed at getting 18 – 24 year olds back into employment, 

with the government funding their minimum wage for six months.  In June 2010 Angharad Allman took up the 
post of Environmental Assistant at Town and Park Communities First.  The role has consisted of undertaking 
environmental audits of Town 1 and Park 3 Wards.  The audits consist of a visit to areas that raise any particular 
concern, an analysis of the problem followed be a course of action to rectify it. 

This includes completing litter hotspot reports and action plans, 
taking photographic evidence of any areas that cause concern, 

this may include;  litter, fl y tipping, drug paraphernalia, graffi ti 
and overgrown foliage.  All work is carried out in partnership with 
many agencies such as MTCBC Tidy Towns Initiative, Groundwork 
or our local PCSO’s. 
An example of an area that has been subject to an environmental 
audit is Pontmorlais; When fi rst assessed the foliage in the area 
was overgrown there was evidence of drug paraphernalia and a 
build up of litter. It soon became apparent that the problems faced 
in this area were not environmental alone, and so Town and Park 
Communities First organised an evening walk around the ward to 
identify the issues that affect it. Attending were local Councillors, 
PCSO’s, Youth Services, Community payback, Community Justice 
Co-ordinator, Merthyr Valley Homes, Safer Merthyr Tydfi l, Chair 

of Magistrates, Neighbourhood Watch, Chair of Town and Park 
Communities First Partnership Board as well as Communities 
First staff.  This evening walk allowed all relevant agencies with 
an interest in the area to witness the problems that are faced 
by its residents.  In response to this MTCBC Tidy Towns Team 
were contacted and carried out a cleanup of the area; cut back 
overgrown foliage and cleansed the area from Abermorlais 
Terrace to Lane leading to Penydarren Park.
Other audits in the area include: Shiloh Lane, Tram Road Side 
North, Morlais Brook, Merthyr Nursing Home, Riverside Park, The 
Synagogue and Rhydycar.
In September Angharad was successful in securing a place in 
Cardiff University and began the Legal Practice Course.  We are 
thankful for the time Angharad spent with us and all the good work 
that she undertook.
